Saint Maryès Catholic College is a co-educational P-12 Catholic College offering quality inclusive education to the  
students of the South Burnett region. 
 
The College belongs to the community of over 137 Archdiocesan schools and operated within the  
jurisdiction of Brisbane Catholic Education, under the direction of the Executive Director Ms Pam Betts. and provides a 
seamless education for students from Prep to Year 12. The College has been proudly serving the families of the South 
Burnett district since 1990, following the St Maryès Parish Primary and Secondary Schools. 
 
Catholic Education in the South Burnett was originally offered by the Sisters of Charity in 1929. In 1934 the Sisters of 
the Good Samaritan commenced their work in the Kingaroy Parish schools. 
 
The 2013 student population was 408. 
 
The 2013 staff consisted of 26 Full time teachers, 5 Part time teachers, 23 Support staff, 1 Counsellor and 1 Campus
